Dear parent/carer
At the moment, we are talking about action words with your child, such as ‘walk’, ‘run’ or ‘jump’. You can help your child with this at home by talking about action words. Here are some ideas to try:

· When spending time with your child, talk about what you are doing together. Try to give short comments on what is happening, such as ‘You’re climbing up the slide.’
· Try not to ask too many questions, as these can be difficult for children to understand and put them under pressure to talk.

· If your child says a short phrase, then try to say it back to them, adding a word or two of your own. For example, if your child says ‘Daddy eat’, you could reply, ‘Yes – daddy’s eating a biscuit.’
· Look out for action words in story books. When you find one you can play a game where you act it out together.

· Get other people in the family involved in acting out some action words. If you can take photos and send or email them to us, we’d love to have them. Your child would probably enjoy using the camera and taking the photos themselves.
Here is a list of doing words that you may come across in day-to-day life:
walk
run
jump
sit
skip
swim
laugh
cry
eat
sleep
wash
brush
paint
cut
drink
